WHISPER:

Hanjoerg Linenberger was born in 1767. He lived in Mariental,
Russia. He herded sheep and pigs for his parents. While the Kirghiz
tribes were raiding the Russian colonies, he was kidnapped. He was
nine years old in 1776. For eleven years he tended their sheep, and
traveled with them via horseback. Sold from one master to another. he
finally escaped with a Tartan, who also had been a prisoner of the
Kirghiz. One day a Kirghiz girl furnished him a fast horse and food to
last several days. He sold his horse, and with the money bought a boat
ticket. A farmer took him and the Tarton to Belokowo, a city on the
Volga river. From there he took a boat to Saratov. He had forgotten
the German language, so a note was sent with him explaining where he
wanted to go. After proper identification by a birthmark, he was
reunited with his parents who had been sorrowing for their only son all
these years. He was now 20 years old. After his parents died, he
married Margaret Fischer. From these two are all of the descendents
who have the Linenberger blood in their veins.
